Community Outreach:

Our Community Outreach is the "Cure AT/RT Now" fund at the Jimmy
Fund. We chose this particular fund as a past member's daughter lost
her battle to AT/RT in December. Many will remember Charlotte O'Shea -
as she sang during Opening Ceremonies at the 2008 NOMOTC Convention in Boston. When
Charlotte was first diagnosed there was barely any treatment for her disease. Her oncologist Mark
Kieran was doing a clinical trial for AT/RT so she went on that chemo protocol.

Charlotte relapsed several times and each time she pioneered a new treatment for this disease.
While she was not able to beat AT/RT they were able to keep her alive for four and a half years.
The O'Shea’s also started a fund at the Jimmy Fund called "Cure AT/RT Now" that was the first AT/RT research
fund. Since 2008 they have raised about $400,000 with the help of the PMC and the Jimmy Fund Walk and have
been able to fund some very important research projects that hopefully will lead to a cure for this disease. Charlotte
LOVED life even though her life was extremely challenging and involved MANY hospitalizations, constant clinic
visits and an incredible amount of bravery. She was the bravest and most loving person we have ever known and
we miss her terribly but we will continue to fundraise in her honor and memory so that
other children do not have to suffer from brain cancer and so other parents do not have to
experience the loss of their child. Please support our fundraising efforts by participating in
the Silent Auction, buying quilt raffle tickets, quilt made by Angie Callbeck or simply
making a monetary contribution. | am confident that Charlotte will be smiling down at us )
all as we "hit the beach"!
